Featuring the creative wits of Rob MacDonald, Graham Putnam, Jason Rogerson, Andrew Sprague, Dennis Trainor and Harmony
Wagner, Sketch-22 explores the underbelly of life through original and satirical sketches and videos, that blend together seamlessly to create
an evening of uproarious laughter and unforgettable characters. Debuting to sold-out audiences in the summer of 2004, the troupe has
appeared twice on CBC Radio’s Madly Off in All Directions with Lorne Elliott at the Confederation Centre of the Arts in Charlottetown (2005
and 2006). In 2005, the group performed a total of twenty-six shows at The Guild in Charlottetown and the Harbourfront Jubilee Theatre in
Summerside. A showcase artist at Contact East 2005, one of the group’s videos was screened at Sketchfest, Toronto’s first annual sketch
comedy festival in November. The troupe capped off the year with their first annual Christmas show. Currently in it’s third summer season,
Sketch-22 looks forward to spreading their unique brand of comedy to new audiences, with six performances at the Atlantic Fringe Festival
in Halifax.

The writers prove the depth of their
creativity by bravely delivering all new
material, and no repeat characters.
Newscaster Stone Arsenault, leshian
Debhie Gaudet, and Hatrick from Tignish,
personify familiar clichés. This technique
allows the cast to replace the dialogue
necessary for character development with
jibes, punch lines, and observations,
leaving spectators spent and sore from
the physical exertion of laughing.
